Established in July 1909, the Division of Records and Statistics,
State Dept. of Health, Phoenix, Arizona 85007, has birth and death
records available since that date, and also similar records orig
inating in the county seats since 1887. Marriage records are on
file with the Clerk of the Superior Court of the county in which
the license was issued. Divorce actions are maintained by the
Clerk of the Suprior Court in the county seat where the action was
granted. Citizenship or naturalization papers are filed in the dis
trict court of the county where examination was conducted - also in
the office of the Clerk of the United States District Courts in
Tucson, Tombstone, Phoenix, Prescott, and Solomonville. All real
estate records are on file in the office of the Recorder of the
county in which the land is located.

Earliest inhabitants of Arkansas: BLUFF DWELLERS, flourishing
about 500 A.D. Burial remains in northwestern Washington County.
Planted beans, corn, pumpkins, sunflowers; adept at fishing, weav
ing, pottery making and chipping stone awls and other tools. Hunt
ed with darts and a throwing stick similar to the Aztec atlatl.
Later, MOUND DWELLERS along the Mississippi River, apparently ances
tors of Indians discovered by early Spanish and French explorers.
They left effigy vessels, pipes, shell, implements and skeletons.
EXPLORERS: 1541-1542 Hernando de Soto; 1673 French Jesuit missi
onary,Jacques Marquette,with Louis Joliet and 5 others went down
Mississippi to about the mouth of the Arkansas, discovering the
Mississippi flowed into the Gulf of Mexico and not the Paicfic Ocean.
April 9,1682, Rene Robert Cavalier, Sieur de la Salle took formal
possession for Louis XIV of France. In 1803, part of Louisiana Pur
chase and until 1812 an administrative subdivision of Louisiana,
when Congress attached the District of Arkansas to Mississippi Terr.
In 1819, when Missouri applied for statehood, Congress created Ark
ansas Territory and included what is now Oklahoira. 2J>th State, 1836.
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ARKANSAS - Records, Research

The Panic of 1837 caused settlers in the older southern and east
ern states to move westward. Some 30 years later the rich lands
between the Arkansas and White Rivers attracted large groups of
South European emigrants. Many came direct from Poland to Pulaski
County. Italians were attracted to the northwest section of the
state where they engaged in fruit raising.

The Bureau of Vital Statistics, State Health Dept., State
Health Bldg., Little Rock, Arkansas has birth and death records
from 1914 and marriage records frcm 1917. Clerks of counties
where license was obtained also have marriage records. Clerks of
Circuit Courts have records of wills, deeds, divorces, and war
service. Naturalization records are on file in the District
Courts at Little Rock, Helena, Batesville, Fort Smith and Texarkana.
State Land Office, State Capitol Bldg. has original plats of U. S.
Government surveys of Arkansas and original entries by Township
and Range.

The third or advanced section covers immigration
with particular emphasis on European peoples;ethnic groups with an
emphasis on Afro-Americans,Asian-Americans, Spanish-Americans, Na
tive Americans and Jewish Americans.Highly useful;recommended to all.
